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With no end to the stalemate in the peace process in sight, 1999 began with the 
discouraging news that over 20 percent of all land to be marketed by the Israeli 
Housing Ministry during the year was located in the Palestinian Territories. By mid­
january, the PLC was in the headlines as well: First, former Israeli Prime Minister 
Shimon Peres became the first Israeli official to address Palestinian lawmakers. 
Second, the PLC articulated demands for an end to political arrests and the release 
of prisoners held in Palestinian jails without charge. Soon after, Hamas and Islamic 
jihad prisoners began a hunger strike protesting their political detention. On 23 
january, Palestine officially received its own telephone country code, 970, from 
the International Telecommunications Union. Meanwhile, in jordan, an ailing King 
Hussein signed a royal decree shifting succession of the Hashemite throne from his 
brother, Prince Hassan, crown prince for the last 34 years, to his eldest son Ab­
dullah. 

The first day of February saw a triple tragedy when a car chase in Rafah killed a 
colonel from the Preventive Security Services and also cost the lives of two chil­
dren who were run over. On 5 February, donor countries committed $770 million 
in an aid package to Palestine for 1999. A few days later, on 8 February, regional 
and world leaders converged in Amman for the funeral of King Hussein, who had 
died the day before; his son Abdullah was crowned the new monarch . Meanwhile, 
Israeli settlers were busy establishing new settlements in the West Bank and hastily 
fortifying up existing ones . 

In March, discussion of the possibility of a unilateral declaration of a Palestinian 
state at the end of the official interim period - 4 May 1999 - intensified as the US 
Senate voted to oppose such a move. A few weeks later, a report by Peace Now 
caused much uproar, revealing that settlement-building initiatives in the Palestin­
ian Territories had jumped 105 percent in 1998, while construction within the 
Green Line had declined 20 percent. At the close of the Berlin European Council 
on 26 March, the Heads of State and Government of the EU issued a landmark 
declaration reaffirming their "support for a negotiated settlement in the Middle 
East" that reflects "the principles of 'land for peace' and ensure[s] the security both 
collective and individual of the Israeli and Palestinian peoples." It further reaf­
firmed the "continuing and unqualified Palestinian right to self-determination in­
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eluding the of a state". While Palestinians, Jordan, Egypt, and the Arab 
hailed the EU's Israel it as an unacceptable 'dictate'. 

In April, international media attention turned to Nazareth and the violence that 
erupted between Muslims and Christians in a over a of land near the 
Church of the Annunciation.

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Over the past 13 years, PASSIA has earned a reputation for providing a forum for 
dialogue and serving as a catalyst for civic dialogue and intercultural understanding, 
at the core of which has always been the analysis of a plurality of Palestinian per­
spectives and approaches.

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As Jerusalem has been and will continue to be the core of the Palestine Question, 
it is also a primary focus of PASSIA's activities. Being located in East Jerusalem, 
PASSIA experiences first-hand the impact that Israeli policies and practices in the 
city have on the activities of the city 's Palestinian institutions, the life of the 
Palestinian people, and their relations with the rest of the Palestinian Territories. 

Over the years, Palestinian, Israeli, and foreign speakers from a variety of 
backgrounds (including scholars and academics, representatives from the three 
monotheistic religions, political figures, diplomats and visiting scholars or 
researchers) have been invited to give presentations and encourage debate on the 
issues at hand. These speakers have stimulated dialogue and debate on the 
Question of Jerusalem. 

PASSIA projects intend to facilitate the exchange of information, to identify various 
needs and interests in the city and to encourage the development of possible future 
scenarios. These goals, in turn, have led to the discussion of a broad range of 
topics, including infrastructure, demographic and geopolitical issues, settlements 
and land use, 'absentee property', the Old City, religion and religious affiliation 
with the city, Israeli institutions and the Israeli Municipality, and future scenarios 
for the status of the city. 

Besides hosting meetings, PASSIA's projects on the Question of Jerusalem include 
academic research, documentation, publication and cooperation with other 
institutions to increase both awareness and knowledge concerning the various 
aspects of the Holy City . A special pilot project was undertaken throughout 1999, 
entitled Arab jerusalem Neighborhoods: Resource and Planning Database; details 
are described below.

From its foundation in 1987, PASSIA's activities focused much attention on the 
many aspects of the Jerusalem Question. From the beginning, projects included 
research, publication and dissemination of information, all of which were intended 
to redress the existing dearth of information and research from Palestinian 
perspectives on the pressing issues that make up the Jerusalem Question . In 1999, 
focus was placed on the completion of a pilot project begun late in 1998, called 
Arab Jerusalem Neighborhoods: Resource and Planning Database. 

The overall goal and purpose of the project was to explore on a pilot basis ways 
and means to shape and ensure a viable future for Arab Jerusalem and to this end 
to provide local communities with technical and organizational counsel to 
formulate and implement local development strategies. PASSIA commissioned 
Land Use Planning and Documentation Consultant Jan de Jong to undertake a 
baseline survey for a sample area, comprised of northeastern East Jerusalem (Anata, 
Hizma, Az-Za'im, ' Isawiyya, and Shu'fat Refugee Camp), and to create for one 
local community (Anata) a Developmental Constraint and Potential Inventory, 
using aerial photography, topo-cadastral maps, terrain exploration and statistics. 
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The following maps illustrate the basic premise of the project in a simplified man­
ner: The left map shows Jerusalem according to the current situation; the map in 
the center suggests an outline for the rehabilitation of Arab East Jerusalem focusing 
on the connection of the hinterland, and the map to the right shows the situation 
that will most likely result in the event of the failure to rehabilitate the area .

It should be noted here that since PASSIA seeks to represent a viable option for the 
rehabi I itation of Arab neighborhoods, it focuses on suggestions that do mll 
prejudice the current urban plans as imposed by Israel. 

The project promoted a citizen-oriented 'bottom-up' approach. It involved repre­
sentatives from the local community (i.e., Anata) in the various stages and tasks of 
the project, including fieldwork and data compilation. The project attempted to 
outline step for the rehabilitation of local communities. Various scenarios were 
drawn up for what can be done and what will happen if nothing is done, which 
were then presented in a multimedia show. 

The project's crucial core was the establishment of a database on the socioeco­
nomic situation and physical infrastructure of these areas . Vital information is now 
available that makes drafting and assessing urban development plans and 
regeneration policies possible. (Publication of the results with a set of maps will 
follow in 2000).

Since issues pertaining to religion and interfaith matters have always had a special 
place in its regular meeting program, and having realized the increasing need for 
better understanding between the various religious communities, in early 1998, 
PASSIA decided to establish a Religious Study Unit devoted to inter-religious dia­
logue and activities. In view of the fact that encounters between people of very dif ­
ferent religious traditions take place in the close proximity of Palestinian cities and 
neighborhoods, the unit aims to focus on the role and significance of religion for 
different people and to promote understanding of and respect for others in order to 
address this religious diversity. This process takes place by learning about each 
other's faith, addressing issues pertaining to inter-religious relations, including cur­
rent problems within and between the prevailing religious communities, and re­
lated activities that contribute to the elimination of misconceptions and stereotypes. 

The PASSIA Religious Studies Unit combines the following activities, some of 
which are implemented or held 'off the record' to allow for the frankest exchange 
and debates possible: 

o 	 COORDI ATING MEETINGS AND BRIEFINGS: Meetings and brainstorming sessions 
involving members of PASSIA's Religious Studies Unit and local and foreign 
counterparts/project partners from the three monotheistic rei igions with the 
aim to foster coordination of ongoing and future activities. 

o 	 DIALOGUE SESSIONS A D Rou DTA8LES: Meetings with representatives from one 
or more of the three monotheistic religions, which usually include a guest 
speaker presenting a certain topic related to inter- or intra-religious aspects 
followed by a discussion. 

o 	 SEMINARS AND WORKSHOPS: Encounters on a specific topic, involving either 
members of the three monotheistic religions or only representatives of the 
Christian or Muslim community. These seminars and workshops are intended to 
help develop methods to find common ground and to allow different religions 
to work in harmony and on an equal footing. 

o 	 CONFERENCES: Participation in conferences, here and abroad, that deal with as­
pects of religion, belief and interfaith relations, or foster an open and free debate 
on religious issues and aspects as they concern the people in the Holy Land .

Based on a series of interfaith roundtable dialogues held at 
PASSIA, this anthology contains essays by prominent Muslim 
and Christian Palestinians analyzing Muslim-Christian relations 
in Palestine. The work examines the misinterpretation of relig­
ious texts and the use and misuse of them in daily life. The 
participants of the dialogue try to understand these religious 
texts in context, and in doing so encourage enhanced under­
standing between the Christian and Muslim communities. Top­
ics covered include Citizenship in an Islamic State, Religious 
Unity, and Muslim-Christian Relations in Palestine Now and in 
a Future Palestinian State, Perspective of the 'Other' in Islam 
and Christianity, as well as the concepts of AI-Jizya, dhimmis. 
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Initiated in 1992, PASSIA's Education and Training in International Affairs program 
has served as a pioneer in the field of educational seminars for Palestinian gradu­
ates and professionals. The seminars are conducted by Palestinian and foreign ex­
perts of the highest level and aim at enabling the participants to deepen their 
knowledge and expertise in specific areas of international affairs. Subjects dealt 
with thus far include Strategic Studies and Security, The European Union, Diplo­
macy and Protocol, The Foreign Policies of Arab States, Diplomacy and Conflict 
Resolution in the Middle East, and The US and Canada - Political Systems, Policy­
Making and the Middle East. 

In focusing on Japan, Palestine and the Middle fast, the 1999 seminar recognized 
that Japan has been an important source of economic aid and diplomatic support 
for the Palestinian community over recent years, and in particular since the signing 
of the Oslo Accords between Israel and the Palestinians in 1993. Japan was among 
the countries that sent observers to monitor the Palestinian elections in January 
1996, and its assistance has been crucial in economic development within the 
Palestinian areas. Among the wider Palestinian community, however, there is little 
knowledge about Japan, its history, its contribution in the peace process and its 
involvement in the region. 

PASSIA's 1999 seminar on Japan was thus designed to provide the fol/owing: 

1. 	 a basic grounding in the concepts, processes and terminology of foreign pol­
icy-making and the knowledge required to apply these to the specific case of 
Japan; 

2. 	 an introduction to Japan's history, society, economy and political system; 

3. 	 the ability to understand and analyze Japan's role and position in international 
relations; 

4. 	 an examination of the actual policy positions of Japan toward the Middle East 
region and the peace process, and the effects these have on the particular case 
of the Palestinians. 
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In December 1998, PASSIA's seminar team - Dr. Mahdi Abdul Hadi, Head of PASSIA, 
Dr. Rosemary Hollis, Head of the Middle East Program at the Royal Institute of In­
ternational Affairs, London, and Deniz Altayli, Program Director, PASSIA - began 
to consult with Palestinian and foreign scholars in order to plan and implement the 
seminar. At the beginning of January 1999, PASSIA advertised the seminar in the 
local press, AI-Quds and AI-Ayyam; notification was also given to national organiza­
tions such as universities, research centers, and institutions of the Palestinian 
Authority. 

PASSIA received applications from allover the Palestinian Territories and all appli­
cants were invited for interviews, which were conducted by Dr. Rosemary Hollis 
over the period 27-30 January 1999 in Jerusalem and Ramallah. Seventeen of the 
interviewees were selected to participate in the seminar, as well as four reserves. 

In early February, each participant received a preparatory reading package with 
assorted articles and essays in order to familiarize themselves with the concepts of 
the seminar beforehand. The reading period included the preparation of a back­
ground paper, on an allocated topic, and all papers were later presented during the 
seminar. Subjects dealt with the basic characteristics of Japan, its political system 
and foreign policy decision-making, and its relation to the Middle East region in 
general and the Palestinians in particular. PASSIA Seminar Assistant Sawsan Bagh­
dadi was at the participants' disposal for whatever help they needed. 

From 14 to 19 March 1999 the actual seminar took place at PASSIA with a series 
of lectures and related educational exercises conducted by local and Japanese ex­
perts as well as rep­
resentatives from the 
Japanese diplomatic 
corps in Tel Aviv and 
Gaza. Travel, accom­
modation, food and 
all other expenses in­
volved with partici­
pation in the course 
were provided for the 
participants. 
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During the seminar, PASSIA 
hosted an evening reception at 
the Ambassador Hotel in Jeru­
salem for all involved in the 
seminar as well as for repre­
sentatives of Palestinian insti­
tutions, the international dip­
lomatic corps and friends of 
PASSIA. 

At the close of the seminar each participant was required 
to write, within four weeks, a second essay on a topic 
studied during the seminar. Participants who performed 
all required tasks were handed a certificate acknowl­
edging their successful participation in the seminar pro­
gram. PASSIA, meanwhile, transcribed all sessions and 
discussions of the seminar and compiled additional 
information to be published in the seminar report.

Palestine presents a unique challenge for institution building, and the establishment 
of both an effective Palestinian civil society and a functioning public administra­
tion is a critical component of the state-building process , Against this background 
and due to the fact that there is no formal training to impart employers the needed 
managerial and organizational skills, the PASSIA project Civil Society Empower­
ment through Training and Skills Development aims to empower civil society 
practitioners, professionals and university graduates by strengthening their analyti­
cal, planning and communications abilities through hands-on training, The overall 
goal was to enable the trainees to participate more actively and effectively in 
policy-making processes and other important tasks in their civil society as well as 
to take on the domestic challenges that the future will present. 

PASSIA's Civil Society Empowerment project is designed to assist in the human re­
source and institutional development of nascent Palestinian infrastructures. It is 
primarily geared towards Palestinian civil society practitioners, but also addresses 
government personnel with specific responsibility for policy formulation and proj­
ect implementation as well as other professionals keen to enhance their analytical, 
planning and managerial skills. 

Each seminar comprises of the following interrelated activities: 

(a) 	 Application and Selection of Participants. The training program is advertised in 
the local press with a three-week period for applications. Applicants are then 
invited for interviews, on the basis of which the selection is made. In accor­
dance with PASSIA's policy, the interviews and selection are conducted by an 
external interviewer. 

(b) 	 Research and Preparation . Upon selection, participants are provided with a 
preparatory reading package containing materials that allow them to familiar­
ize themselves with the basic issues in advance of the seminar. Furthermore, 
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each participant is given a paper assignment to prepare for presentation during 
the training program. 

(c) Training. A five-day intensive training course with lectures on conceptual 
frameworks and functional skills given by local and international experts. 
Since the programs' primary aim is to impart practical skills, the seminars in­
clude activities that calion participants to actively employ the information 
they learn in their places of employment. The training course is followed by 
one or two follow-up workshops with the aim to link the previous training to 
actual issues or real-world situations. Participants prepare for the workshops by 
doing practical assignments. 

(d) Conclusion. Participants who fulfill all requirements will receive a certificate 
for the course taken . PASSIA prepares the proceedings of the training program 
and publishes them in the form of a handbook . 

It should be noted that the two training programs completed in 1999 were held for 
the second time but in Ramallah in order to facilitate the participation of more 
Gazans than those able to come to Jerusalem, where most of PASSIA's activities 
take place.
